INSTRUCTIONS
Following these instructions exactly will make the financial aid application process as smooth as possible.

1. If you’re not already in front of a computer, gain access to one and go to www.capitalathletic.com Click on the “Financial Aid” button, and review the General Description of Financial Aid, Financial Aid Application, and Checklist of Items.
2. Read the General Description of Financial Aid and pull your 2009 federal tax return. If you don’t have access to it, call the office at 489-2272 and we will explain how to retrieve it from the IRS.

3. Provide your demographic information on the Financial Aid Application and be sure to describe any applicable extenuating circumstances that you think should be considered on your application.
4. Refer to the Checklist of Items and review the financial records you will need to complete your income & expense statement. Check each applicable item off as it arrives in the mail, or is retrieved from the internet. 
5. VERY IMPORTANT- click on the Household Income & Expense Statement.  Complete this on the computer, using the previous 3 months of income/expenses (this is why you need 3 months of bank statements, utility bills, etc.)  For example, if you are applying for financial aid in March, go down the rows for income/expenses months December-January-February only. Likewise, if you are applying for financial aid in August, go down the rows for income/expenses May-June-July only. 
You do not need to provide a whole year’s worth of information!

Fill out this spreadsheet as comprehensively as possible, so, if you have an expense for a particular item- be sure to enter the number into the appropriate expense category. 

6. When the I&E is complete, print two (2) copies and put one into a big envelope labeled: “CASA/Confidential/attn:Financial Aid.”
7. Take all the applicable financial statements from the “Checklist of Items” and place them into the “confidential” envelope.
